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The completion of a concept paper is the second step of a three-step process to apply for a Connecticut Health Foundation (CT Health) grant for your idea. The complete list of steps is:

2. If your idea aligns with one or more of our strategic objectives, we may ask you to submit a concept paper that further describes the work and outcomes to be accomplished in the grant. 

3. If your concept paper has merit, you may be invited to submit a proposal.
